User Manual for Masturbators Made from TPE/TPR
Introduction:

Thank you for choosing our masturbator. This product is designed to provide you with a
realistic and satisfying experience.

1. Before First Use

1.1 Cleaning:
Before first use, thoroughly clean the masturbator with lukewarm water and a mild,
antibacterial toy cleaner. Rinse it thoroughly afterward and allow it to dry completely.

1.2 Inspection:
Examine the masturbator for any damages or deformities. Do not use the product if you
notice any defects.

Avoid contact with other toys made of silicone or latex to prevent material
reactions. It is best to keep the masturbator in the provided packaging or in a separate
bag.
